DOLLARS & CENTS by John Morgan, LCMA Treasurer

LCMA ended the 2006-2007 in the black al-
though not without challenges. We received a
check for $18,000.00 from SCFD, but, it was
still not enough to cover operational costs.

The cost of running LCMA (Bands, Theater
and Orchestras), includes rent, insurance,
telephone, public service, email and van
maintenance, advertising, office supplies and
equipment (postage, copier, etc.), wages,
script royalties and other items. LCMA has
hefty financial obligations. 2006-2007

brought nearly $115,000.00 in expenditures.
Although, I must also mention that the in-
come produced by LCMA (Bands, Theater
and Orchestras) helped to offset these costs.

LCMA earned nearly $120,000.00 in revenue.

When you add in the expenditures, it drasti-

cally reduces the amount that LCMA takes in.

Overall it was a successful year! Thanks to
our Grant writer, Mark Yaw, we will receive
a $20,000.00 grant from SCFD in October!

Look for more financial updates throughout
the year.
